Izpit je pisni in ustni ter poteka v angleškem jeziku. 
1. Pisni del

Pri pisnem delu izpita študentje
 izbirajo med 4 vprašanji in izberejo 2: eno vprašanje s področja družb in kultur angleških govornih področij in eno vprašanje s področja literatur angleških govornih področij, ter nanju pisno v esejski obliki odgovorijo (izpit traja dve polni uri). Vsak esej naj bo dolg vsaj 300 besed (tj. približno 1 stran oz. 1,5 strani). Priporočamo, da vsak študent še pred pisanjem najprej izdela oris eseja, ki naj bo sestavljen iz uvoda, osrednjega dela in zaključka. Izpita ni moč deliti na družbo in literaturo. 
Ocena pisnega dela bo sestavljena iz:

a) ocene vsebine 

b) ocene koherentnosti in slogovne ustreznosti in ustreznosti izbranega registra 

c) gramatikalne in pravopisne ustreznosti ter pravilnega zapisa besed 
2. Ustni del

K ustnemu delu lahko pristopijo le tisti, ki uspešno opravijo pisni del. Pri ustnem delu se preverjajo:

a) domače branje 
b) morebitne nejasnosti (vsebinske, gramatikalne, slogovne), izražene v pisnem izdelku

c) pregledno znanje snovi, ki je bila predelana pri predmetih Britanska družba, kultura in literatura in Ameriška družba, kultura in literatura
Vprašanja za pisni del izpita s področja Literatur angleških govornih področij 
1. Discuss the ways in which the English language has been used, transformed or subverted by postcolonial writers. What is the role of vernacular language and to what extent does it make postcolonial literature look experimental? How does it function as a challenge to the language of the metropolitan centre? Support your arguments with examples from the works we have discussed (as you remember them).

2. Discuss the role of satire in postcolonial literature. Is it employed as a critical or oppositional literary technique? Who and what are the targets of a given satirical work? Support your arguments with examples from the works we have discussed (as you remember them).

3. The works of some Irish writers represent the modernist masterpieces. Discuss the works we have discussed and focus on their typical modernist features.  

4. In many works of literature, past events can affect, positively or negatively, the present actions, attitudes, or values of a character. Choose a poem, a novel, a short story or a play in which the narrator or a persona must contend with some aspect of the past, either personal or societal. Then write an essay in which you show how the character’s or the narrator’s relationship to the past contributes to the meaning of the work as a whole.

5. Discuss the ambiguous position of writers who belonged to or were born in the colonial British milieu in India. How is their experience of colonialism reflected in their work? Support your arguments with examples from the works we have discussed (as you remember them).

6. Discuss the position of writers whose cultural background is in the former empire, but who were born, brought up or educated in Britain. In what way does that compromise the authors’ position as “postcolonial” writers and whether it creates more of an ambiguity as to cultural identity than those postcolonial writers who remained within their own societies? Support your arguments with examples from the works we have discussed (as you remember them).

7. What are the literary strategies behind the appearance of fantasy and magic in postcolonial texts? What are its political and social implications? Support your arguments with examples from the works we have discussed (as you remember them).

8. Discuss the ambiguous position of writers from the former “white Dominions”. Are they writing from a European or an indigenous perspective? Are they alienated from both sides, and thus continually in the position of cultural displacement? And to what extent do they consciously establish themselves as different from the metropolitan centre? What are the strategies employed to achieve this? Support your arguments with examples from the works we have discussed (as you remember them).

9. Many postcolonial writers use a country setting to establish values within a work of literature. For example, the country may be a place of virtue and peace or one of primitivism and ignorance. Choose a poem, a short story, a novel or a play in which such a setting plays a significant role. Then write an essay in which you analyze how the country setting functions in the work as a whole.

10. Many postcolonial writers often depict characters caught between colliding cultures – national, regional, ethnic, religious, institutional. Select a poem, a novel, a short story or a play in which a character, e.g. an immigrant-protagonist, or the narrator responds to such a cultural collision. Then write a well-organized essay in which you describe the character’s or the narrator’s response and explain its relevance to the work as a whole.

11. Discuss the ambiguous position of white African writers. What is their attitude towards colonialism and to indigenous population? And to what extent do they consciously establish themselves as different from the metropolitan centre? What are the strategies employed to achieve this? Support your arguments with examples from the works we have discussed (as you remember them).

12. Compare the works by white African writers to those by writers who are representatives of indigenous population. Discuss different perspectives and landscapes created by the two groups. Are there any points of contact? What are the differences? Support your arguments with examples from the works we have discussed (as you remember them).
Vprašanja za pisni del izpita Postkolonialnih družb in kultur v angleškem jeziku

Discuss one of the following themes: 

1. Critically evaluate the impact of colonialism on the cultures of the English-speaking world: explain what colonialism is, evaluate its role in the different parts of the English-speaking world, discuss the different attitudes towards it (positive and negative aspects: give examples) and conclude by giving your own opinion.

2. Critically evaluate the impact of postcolonialism on the cultures of the English-speaking world: explain what postcolonialism is and discuss how it has affected the different parts of the English-speaking world. Give examples to support your arguments.

3. Discuss the impact of history, politics, economy and geography the social and cultural identity of Australia.

4. Discuss the impact of history, politics, economy and geography on the social and cultural identity of Canada.

5. Discuss the impact of history, politics, economy and geography on the social and cultural identity of New Zealand.

6. Discuss the impact of history, politics, economy and geography on the social and cultural identity of Ireland.

7. Discuss the impact of colonialism and postcolonialism on the social and cultural identity of India.

8. Discuss the impact of colonialism and postcolonialism on the social and cultural identity of South Africa.

9. Discuss the role of English in the 'Outer Circle'. Explain what the 'Outer Circle' is and compare the role of English in the 'Outer Circle' with the role of English in the other two circles and with the role of other languages in the 'Outer Circle'. Give examples to support your statements. 

10. Discuss the role of English in the 'Expanding Circle'. Explain what the 'Expanding Circle' is and compare the role of English in the' Expanding Circle' with the role of English in the other two circles and with the role of other languages in the 'Expanding Circle'. Give examples to support your statements. 

11. Critically evaluate the concept of English as a lingua franca: provide a definition, discuss the different attitudes towards ELF and give examples of situations in which English may be used as a lingua franca.

12. Discuss the differences between ESL, EFL and ELF: explain what the acronyms stand for, define the three concepts and critically evaluate them. Give examples to support your statements.
